SCCHS students attend Model
European Parliament in Finland

A pair of Swift Current
Comprehensive High School
students earned the distinc-
tion of being two of the first
five Canadian participants
to attend a Model European
Parliament.

The tandem of David
Camarador and Sara Cronan
participated in the 17th
Model European Parliament
in Helsinki, Finland from
November 3 to 11 as part of
the inaugural attendance by
members of the Saskatch-
ewan Elocution and Debate
Association (SEDA).

The Grade 11 SCCHS Busi-
ness Team students put
aside their fears of the un-
known and took the risk to
apply for this unique oppor-
tunity to interact with future
European leaders at this an-
nual event.

They were on different
teams tasked with research-
ing and debating resolutions
during this model stu-
dent-run parliament. Both
Camarador’s and Cronan’s
teams were successful in
having their group resolu-
tions passed, and these reso-
lutions will now be presented
to the European Parliament,
the European Commission,
plus the Council of Ministers.

Cronan’s team, the Com-
mittee on Women’s Rights
and Gender Equality, delved
into the issue of gender par-
ity in Europe and the topics
of gender wage gaps, par-
ental leave, and the glass
ceiling effect faced by profes-
sional women.

Conan appreciated the
chance to bring a Canadian
perspective to these import-
ant issues.

“It kind of helped, for me
especially, that I could bring
Canadian values into the
Women'’s Rights to this, be-
cause they don’t have a lot of
them.” she said.

“Just talking about
women’s rights with other
people from different coun-
tries, because I think that’s
super rewarding. Just to see
how they work in their coun-
try,” Cronan said following a
December 14 presentation
about the trip.

She noted that in Estonia,
kindergarten girls are re-
quired to take sewing and
when they are older they are
not allowed to take robotics.

“That just blew my mind
that that’s still a thing. And
that’s really contributing to
this ‘glass ceiling’ effect. And
just that I could talk about
this passion with other youth
was really rewarding.”

Camarador was a mem-

ber of the Committee on
Civil Liberties, Justice and
Home Affairs which tackled
a series of European media
issues. This allowed him to
see a diverse perspective on
a series of important Euro-
pean issues.

“To find that middle
ground I think was definitely
my favourite part. Because
there was one side of the de-
bate, and the other side of
the debate, and they were
just meeting in the middle.”

However, the discus-
sions also highlighted the
independence and com-
petitiveness of European na-
tions.

“People, just sometimes,
they do not listen to what
other people are saying.
Sometimes people will just
reiterate what another dele-
gate said, and we would get
nowhere. There were some
times some delegates they
felt really destroyed because
another person brought
up a really good point and
then their argument kind of

fell short and they couldn’t
present their country.”

Both Camarador and
Cronan said their experien-
ces as members of the Swift
Current Business Club more
than prepared them for this
opportunity.

“For me personally, I've
learned a lot of confidence
from Business Club. Last
year I started debate, and I
could never see myself doing
it. Standing up in front of
a group of students, it just
wasn’t the norm for me. And
being able to stand up now
in front of the General As-
sembly which had over 100
people, the President of the
Bank of Finland was there...
it was difficult for me to
grasp the concept that I was
evolving my skills,” Camara-
dor noted.

“I remember the first de-
bate I was shaking, and now
I feel like public speaking
is just easier for me. And
breaking down a question
is something that I've defin-
itely learned how to do, es-

pecially because of Business
Club and Case Competitions
where they ask us to do that.”

“Most of it was just the risk
taking,” Cronan said. “T've
come back and just want to
go into more risk taking and
not settle for less and just
keep going.”

“And also just to see young
people talk about issues. I
know that there are other
people out there who think
about these issues and are
passionate about it.”

Thanks to this opportunity,
Camarador has now sought
out another opportunity and
will be attending the Model
United Nations in Vancouver
in April.

“With Mrs. Lowe’s help,
with the Model European
Parliament’s help, I've be-
come this person that I'm
really proud of. I'm confident
in speaking. The main thing
is trying things and to be
prepared for them. The main
thing with trying is making
sure that you're actually pre-
paring for it,” he said.

For the second time this
year, Southwest Youth Emer-
gency Shelter, Inc. has met
with our Provincial Minister
for Social Services, Paul Mer-
riman, in order to discuss fu-
ture funding opportunities
for Dorie’s House. While a
commitment to ministerial
funding has yet to be secured,
SWYES, Inc. is cautiously opti-
mistic as the province now as-
sesses new programs for the
2018 budget.

“We are very grateful for
Minister Merriman taking
the time once again to meet
with us,” says Shaun Hanna,
interim President of SWYES,
Inc., “Our hope is that we have
moved the needle by demon-
strating how we fit into the
larger picture of the Ministry’s
existing programs.”

Dorie’s House ended its
10-month long pilot project
in October, a project whose
purpose it was to expose the

extent to which youth home-
lessness pervades the South-
west.

“The residents of the South-
west know that this problem
exists. We've known it for 40
years or more. But, rather
than turning a blind-eye, our
community has stepped up in
overwhelming ways to solve
this problem. It’s kind of what
we do in this part of the world:
we put our head down and ‘get
‘er done,” Hanna said.

Hanna added that in spite
of the closure, donations con-
tinue to pour in.

“It really speaks volumes
about the generosity of the
Southwest, and about the
commitment to what we all
believe is a very compelling
project. Our board is forever
indebted to this generosity”

Sask. Party cuts causing
municipal tax hikes

Tax and fee hikes in Swift
Current, Moose Jaw and
Regina are the most recent
examples of tough deci-
sions that municipalities
throughout the province
have been forced to make
because of the Sask. Party’s
deep cuts.

“In the wake of Sask. Party
cuts, cities, towns, and villa-
ges across Saskatchewan are
being forced to cut services
and jobs, and raise property
taxes. There’s no two ways
about it, these municipal
tax hikes are Sask. Party tax
hikes,” said Municipal Af-
fairs Critic Nicole Rancourt.
“It was the Sask. Party’s

own mismanagement, scan-
dal, and waste but, instead
of accepting responsibility
and working to find solu-
tions, they have cut funding
to communities and it’s Sas-
katchewan people who are
paying the price.”

This past week, adding to
tax hikes that have already
been announced across the
province, residents in Re-
gina were told to expect an
increase to their water bills,
and homeowners in Swift
Current were told to pre-
pare for a 13.14 per cent tax
increase — close to half of
which was directly caused
by shortfalls from provin-
cial funding. Moose Jaw
also announced they have
to raise taxes. The average

homeowner in Moose Jaw
will have to pay $52 more in
taxes next year.

In Prince Albert, the cuts
have forced the city to lay
off nine workers and won’t
be able to re-hire them un-
less the Sask. Party restores
their funding.

“All across the province,
I've been hearing the same
thing. The Sask. Party cuts
are forcing municipalities’
hands,” Rancourt said. “All
of this comes at a time when
jobs are being lost across
the province and families
are struggling to get by. The
Sask. Party needs to stop
cutting and start working
with our municipalities to
build stronger and fairer
communities.”

Is it candy or coal in the
stockings of Canada’s premiers
this December? The latest quar-
terly analysis of polling data
from the Angus Reid Institute
shows that while some provin-
cial leaders can sleep this week
before Christmas with visions
of sugarplums dancing in their
heads, others are feeling the
pinch of a Grinchy electorate.

Here's what you need to
know.

Two on top, again

Saskatchewan Premier Brad
Wall, who announced his de-
parture earlier this year, is back
into majority approval in that
province. After dropping to an
all- time low of 45 per cent at the
half way mark of the year, Wall
has risen to a familiar place -
and will leave politics as most
popular premier in the country.
This is a position he has held or
co-held in each quarter of track-
ing since 2010.

The only other Canadian
provincial leader approaching
majority approval is the newest
addition to their ranks — British
Columbia’s John Horgan. The
BC NDP leader has had a busy
quarter, announcing a referen-
dum on electoral reform and
approving the hotly debated
Site C dam. Horgan, the second-
most approved of relative to his
provincial peers, has the sanc-
tion of 49 per cent of residents.

There are several premiers
who hold the approval of a
nearly identical number of their
constituents. Manitoba’s Brian
Pallister (34%), Quebec’s Phi-
lippe Couillard (32%), and Al-
berta’s Rachel Notley (32%) are
all approved of by one-in-three.
Each was within three points of
this mark last quarter as well.

Ontario Premier Kathleen
Wynne remains the least popu-
lar provincial leader in the coun-
try, though the picture is not as
dire as it was earlier in the year.

Swift Current population
jumps over 1,000 but City dis-
appointed over incomplete
Census data

The City of Swift Current’s
population increased to 16,604
according to 2016 Census Can-
ada data, a jump from the 15,554
residents posted in 2011.

Statistics Canada notes that
Swift Current’s growth of 1,050
residents, a 6.8 per cent increase
in population over the five year
census span, is above the na-
tional average of 5.0 per cent.

The Census Profile for the RM
of Swift Current #137 recorded a
-2.5 per cent drop in population,
with 1,932 residents in total dur-
ing the 2016 census, a slight de-
crease from the 1,981 recorded
in 2011.

The combined City and RM

population according to Stats
Canada increased to 18,536 in
the 2016 Census, a jump from
the 17,535 residents posted in
2011.

According to the Covered
Population Report issued by
the Saskatchewan Ministry of
Health, Swift Current’s popu-
lation as of June 30, 2015 was
17,826, a jump from the 2000
Covered Population Report re-
cording 16,084 residents.

Swift Current budget will
increase average household
taxes by $10.83 per month

A series of pressing infra-
structure needs, combined with
increased operational expenses
beyond the city’s control, has
resulted in Swift Current City
Council passing a budget which
will cost the average home-
owner an additional $130 in
yearly municipal taxes.

Council approved a
$85,283,800 budget at their Feb-
ruary 13 meeting, with the cap-
ital expenditure budget rising
4.7 per cent to $26,585,849, and
the operating budget climbs 3.4
per cent to $28,681,095.

Municipal taxes went up a
total of 14.1 per cent (a 3.4 per
cent higher operating budget,
a 4.7 per cent higher capital
budget, and an additional 6.0
per cent as the city continues
with their financial strategy ad-
justment).
